Migration: Rehabilitated Birds on the Move!

Migration time is an important time
for all birds, those living free and those
about to be released from the Wildlife
Rehabilitation Center! The staff of the
wildlife center understands how important
it is to be aware of migration schedules of
its patients. Below are a few stories of how
we help birds along their fall journey.

Purple Martin

With
summer
coming to
a close,
the staff
routinely
cares for
the last of
Mother
Nature’s

: babies.
Recently, a caring woman came by the Center to
drop off a Purple Martin in need of care. The Purple
Martin is the largest of the North American
swallows. It is a popular tenant of backyard
birdhouses. The males of the species sport shiny
blue-black feathers all over, while the females are
bluish-black on back, with a gray-brown chest.
Females may also have a gray collar on the back of
their necks.

The bird could not fly more than a few feet and was
begging for food. The bird was examined, found to
have no injuries and was put onto a regular feeding
schedule — 50-75 insects per hour! As the days
past, the Martin grew stronger and began to fly.
Martins live on a diet of flying insects, catching
them “on the wing”, so the ability to fly is imperative
to survival. Despite all of this success, the staff kept
a close eye on the calendar. Would this bird be
strong enough to make it through its migration to
South America? Where would we be able to
release it?

Advice from a local naturalist led the staff to the
Purple Martin Society. The group put us in
immediate contact with local members. Once the
bird reached its target weight and was a proven
flier, it was picked up and transported to the

Pymatuning area. This area is known for its
population of Purple Martins. It was very important
to release the bird with other Martins, swifts or
swallows, as their migration patterns are similar.
The bird had a soft release, it was provided
additional food and shelter if it wanted it, into an
area where the last of this season’s Martins could
be found.

Cedar Waxwing

Cedar Waxwings can often be seen in flocks near
fruit trees or catching insects near rivers and lakes.
Their name comes from the waxy red secretions
found on their wingtips. Although the exact reason
for these colorful wingtips is not known, it is
believed they are used to help the birds help find
mates of similar age. Cedar Waxwings are also
identified by the colorful band at the bottom of their
tails. Some birds display orange terminal bands,
while others have yellow. Birds with orange tail tips
have been seen since the 1960s. The orange color
is the result of eating the berries of a non-native
species of honeysuckle.

A handful of Cedar Waxwings are raised and
released at the Center each summer. Many
mulberry trees grow on the property, and releasing
a cedar waxwing is usually an easy task. One
particular case was different. A Cedar Waxwing
was recently admitted, treated and ready to be
released. However, the flocks of waxwings had
already moved on. Waxwings begin to gather in
large flocks for migration in mid-August and will
migrate through October. Birds that travel in flocks
must be released into flocks to ensure a successful
release. The staff again looked to local bird
watchers to point us in the right direction.

We were informed about flocks that had been seen
in Moraine State Park, or Laurel Hill State Park.
Plans were made for a staff member to travel to
Laurel Hill State Park over the Labor Day Holiday
weekend. The bird sat quietly in the carries
throughout the car trip. A flock was quickly located
upon arrival, made easy by their distinctive calls.
The waxwing was released from the carrier and
flew straight toward the other birds, joining the flock
it required to migrate safely.

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Amazing Migration Facts

The majority of birds migrate at
night, beginning at dark and flying
until dawn.

Birds that migrate under the cloak of
darkness cover more distance before
midnight, than after midnight.

Some birds do migrate during the
day. This group includes hawks,
swallows and swifts.

Birds will not fly at their maximum
speed. This helps them to conserve
energy for a long journey.

Some of our common backyard birds
travel great distances. The Scarlet
Tanager travels to Peru. South
America is the winter home to Purple
Martins, Barn Swallows, and
Nighthawks.

Bird Activity Calendar

September-October:

Nesting and baby season is over,
visits to your feeder will increase.
Seed and suet eaters such as,
sparrows, cardinals and
woodpeckers will be frequent
visitors, and insect-eaters like
warblers might be seen during stop-
overs through migration. Provide
grains and suet this time of year.

November-December:

Flickers may linger at your feeder.
When snow is on the ground,
sprinkle seed under the shrubbery
and make sure the feeders are
cleaned. Make brush piles with used
Christmas trees and natural
wreathes to provide excellent shelter
during the winter. Try decorating the
bare trees with pinecones rolled in
peanut butter and bird seed for
natural holiday decorations!

Cleo died unexpectedly in her sleep on

September 16th. By our estimates, Cleo was at

least 13 years old. Life expectancy in the wild

is between 11 and 15 years.

Cleo was a peregrine-prairie falcon hybrid who
came to reside at the Wildlife Center from the
National Aviary in 2003. Because she was a
hybrid of two species, her eggs were not
viable. As peregrine falcons are still an
endangered species in our state, the
Pennsylvania Game Commission had removed
her from the wild years ago so that her mate
could find another who could produce chicks.

Even though she was not productive in the
wild, Cleo served an important purpose at the
Wildlife Center. As an education raptor, she
helped us to teach hundreds of people not only
about amazing peregrines, but also about
endangered animals in general. We will all
miss this wonderful education ambassador.
